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As Colorado’s State Court
Administrator, it is my pleasure
and honor to share with you a
brief summary of the accom-
plishments of the Colorado
Judicial Branch. I am pleased
to highlight the business of the
courts from July 1, 2001,
through June 30, 2002, in this
report.

In a year marked by profound
national tragedy, the courts in
Colorado have reaffirmed their
commitment to justice and the
rule of law by providing innova-
tion and progress built upon
the foundations of tradition.
Traditionally, our courts have
many areas of strength, but
especially a well-qualified judi-

ciary and a hardworking and
dedicated staff in the courts
and in probation. In matters
such as customer service, col-
lection systems, judi-
cial selection process-
es, e-filing, Integrated
Criminal Justice
(CICJIS) systems, elec-
tronic public access,
and many others, the
Colorado courts have
been seen as a na-
tional leader. During
this year, we have
maintained and
enhanced those areas.

Where old methods of doing
business have needed chang-
ing, we have looked to new,

exciting, and technologically
advanced methods of doing
court business, such as satel-
lite tracking of sex offenders
and privatizing public access to
data on the Internet. Under the
leadership of Chief Justice
Mary Mullarkey and with the

help of many citizens,
legislators, attorneys,
judges, and others
who care about
Colorado’s families,
the Commission on
Families in the
Colorado Courts final-
ized its official report
this year with recom-
mendations that will

help streamline family cases
and make them less con-
tentious and less damaging to
children and their parents.

We have tried to demonstrate
proper public accountability of
the courts, sought to obtain
public trust and confidence in
our courts, and attempted to
make evident our good and
responsible management of
the funds we are given by the
taxpayers and appropriated by
the legislators — all to help
assure that all Coloradoans
can have an effective “day in
court.”

I am proud of our Supreme
Court justices for moving us for-
ward, proud of our judges and
their hardworking court and
probation staff members for
their day-to-day work, and
proud of the work done by the
dedicated employees of the
Office of the State Court
Administrator.

The Colorado Judicial
Branch is proud to
present its Annual
Report for Fiscal Year
2002. As the state
courts work in our
ever-changing socie-
ty, we track our
achievements, pro-
viding an annual cor-
nerstone for past
comparisons and a benchmark
for future planning. This report
represents the efforts of the
Judicial Branch to effectively

meet the expanding
workload placed on
us by agencies,
organizations, and
the public. 

This executive sum-
mary, published as a
supplement to the
larger statistical
report, provides an

overview of the function and
accomplishments of the
Branch. The statistical report
offers detailed data of court
activities at the appellate, dis-

trict, and county court levels,
and in probation services.

In FY 2002, the statewide
bench was composed of 250
judges, following the appoint-
ment of six additional district
court judges as authorized by
the state legislature in FY
2001. In total, the authoriza-
tion allows the addition of
another six judges every year
for the next three fiscal years,
for a total of 24 new judges.
The expansion of the judiciary
adds depth to the Branch,
enabling it to better respond to
increasing caseloads, ongoing
case management issues, and

increased case complexities.
Supporting these judges are
more than 3,000 judicial
employees involved in a wide
variety of duties related to the
courts. 

As Chief Justice, it is my
responsibility to ensure the
Branch is responsive to the
needs of the public, and pro-
mote the public’s understand-
ing of and confidence in the
judiciary. I hope the information
contained in this report will
help you explore the accom-
plishments of your courts in
addressing the complex issues
facing the Colorado courts.

Colorado  Court  of  Appeals
The Court of Appeals,
Colorado’s intermediate appel-
late court, sits in divisions of
three judges to hear oral argu-
ments in cases that have been
appealed from the state trial
courts. The court is also
responsible for reviewing the
decisions of several state
administrative agencies. In

cases of first impression or
where existing law is not dis-
positive, the Court of Appeals
is a law-making court.

Trial  Courts
The Judicial Branch consists of
127 district court judges, 102
county court judges, and more
than 3,000 support staff work-
ing together to ensure timely
and fair case resolution.

District  Courts

District courts in Colorado have
authority to handle case types

including domestic, civil, juve-
nile, probate, mental health,
and criminal. There are 22 judi-
cial districts in Colorado that
encompass the state’s 64
counties. The Denver District
Court is the only court in
Colorado with separate courts
for juvenile and probate mat-
ters.

County  Courts

Each of Colorado’s 64 counties
has a county court with one or
more county judges (the
Denver County Court functions
as a municipal and county
court and is not part of the
state court system). County
courts handle traffic cases and
minor criminal matters, as well
as civil actions of no more than
$15,000. Small claims courts
are divisions of county courts
as well.

Water  Courts
Colorado has seven water
courts, one in each of the
major river basins in Colorado
(South Platte, Arkansas, Rio
Grande, Gunnison, Colorado,
White, and San Juan rivers).
Water rights and usage cases
are heard by the water courts,
which are divisions of their
local district court. The
Supreme Court appoints a dis-
trict court judge from within the
water division to act as water
judge. There are no jury trials
in water courts, and all appeals
from water judges’ decisions
are filed directly with the
Colorado Supreme Court.

Colorado’s State Courts in FY 2002
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The Judicial Branch’s FY 2002
budget was $219 million. This
amount represented 1.7 per-
cent of the state’s total budget
of $13 billion.

This budget was an increase of
$9.5 million from the previous
fiscal year (although the
increase was partially offset by
the transfer of $6.8 million to
the Office of the Child’s

Representative). The increase
was primarily due to:

• an increase of 6.0 new dis-
trict court judges and accom-
panying staff ($2.2 million);

• a county judge created for
the new City and County of
Broomfield ($415,000);

• an increase in probation
treatment cash funds ($2
million);

• a judicial pay increase ($1.9
million);

• 30.0 new case processing
staff ($1 million);

• 30.0 new probation officers
($1.4 million).

The Branch budget was appor-
tioned among the various divi-
sions and programs of the
Branch (excluding the Public
Defender’s Office, Alternate
Defense Counsel, and Office of
the Child’s Representative) as
shown in the charts below.

Collections
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Colorado  Supreme  Court
During FY 2002, 1,368 cases
were filed with the Colorado
Supreme Court. The justices
disposed of 1,415 cases
through written opinions (121),
without written opinion (1,287),
and by transfer to the Court of
Appeals (7). 

As the chart below indicates,
the majority of the court’s fil-
ings were requests to review

decisions of the Colorado Court
of Appeals. However, the Su-
preme Court also has jurisdic-
tion over cases in which a
statute has been held to be
unconstitutional; cases involv-
ing decisions of the Public
Utilities Commission; writs of
habeas corpus; cases involving
adjudication of water rights;
summary proceedings initiated
under the Election Code; and
prosecutorial appeals concern-

ing search and seizure ques-
tions in pending criminal pro-
ceedings.

The court consists of seven jus-
tices who serve 10-year terms.

Colorado  Court  of  Appeals
The Colorado Court of Appeals
saw 2,673 cases filed. The
judges disposed of 2,463
cases through published opin-
ions (291), unpublished opin-
ions (1,330), dismissals (834),
and transfers to the Supreme
Court (8).

The Court of Appeals consists
of 16 judges who serve eight-
year terms. It is typically the
first court to hear appeals of
judgments and orders from the
state’s trial courts. In addition,
the court has appellate juris-
diction over decisions made in
several state administrative
boards and agencies.

District  Courts
There were 164,237 cases
filed at the district court level

(excluding water cases), and
165,895 cases terminated in
the same time period. District
court filings have increased by
28.6 percent over the past 10
years. The growth has primarily
occurred in criminal and juve-
nile matters, including delin-
quency and dependency and
neglect matters.

County  Courts
There were 469,993 cases
filed in Colorado’s county
courts, and 476,713 cases
were terminated in that same
time period.

Over the past 10 years, county
court filings have increased by
14.5 percent, primarily in civil
and misdemeanor filings.

Water  Courts
Colorado’s seven water courts
saw 1,257 filings and 4,769
claims, while 1,300 cases were
terminated in that same time
period.

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The Judicial Branch’s Division
of Probation Services (DPS)
administers adult and juvenile
probation in the state’s 22 judi-
cial districts. DPS publishes
guidelines and standards for
regular probation supervision
and all specialized probation
programs. Within the limits of
these state standards, each
district is free to develop and
structure programs that ad-

dress the needs of the local
court and community. 

DPS’s probation philosophy
continues to move from tradi-
tional offender management to
a balance of risk management
and principles of “restorative
justice.” This ongoing commit-
ment to innovative practices
requires probation to maintain
quality offender assessment

and supervision methods and
to extend the interest of com-
munity and victims into the
planning of effective probation
programs. Specialized pro-
grams offered by the division
include the Intensive Super-
vision Probation Program for
both adults and juveniles,
Specialized Drug Offender
Program, Female Offender
Program, Sex Offender

Intensive Supervision
Probation, and Drug Court. 

The statistics below and in the
Annual Statistical Report
reflect DPS’s commitment to
providing improved outcomes,
protecting the public, reducing
the overall cost of the correc-
tional system, and increasing
services to the victims of
crime.

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The Colorado Judicial
Branch is centrally adminis-
tered by the Chief Justice of
the Supreme Court. The
court appoints the State
Court Administrator to help
in this responsibility.

The State Court
Administrator’s Office
(SCAO) provides administra-
tive support and services to
the trial and appellate
courts, in addition to sup-
porting the management of
probation services. In exe-
cuting its constitutional and
statutory duties, the office
has the following functions:

• to provide administrative
and technical support to
the appellate courts, trial
courts, and probation;

• to provide centralized poli-
cy guidance;

• to develop and implement
standards and guidelines
for the courts and proba-
tion;

• to serve as an advocate
for the entire Judicial
Branch in obtaining nec-
essary resources from the
legislature; and

• to provide services in an
accurate, timely, and equi-
table manner.

The SCAO and the judicial
districts constantly evaluate
innovative business tech-
niques and new procedures
for possible introduction
throughout the Branch in
order to improve efficiency
and to make the courts
more accessible to Colorado
citizens.

Administrative Highlights from Fiscal Year 2002

Function: The SCAO Executive
Division works to ensure equali-
ty of distribution of resources
throughout the Judicial Branch.
It combines the various tools of
administrative guidance and
standards, audit services, legal
support, legislative liaison serv-
ices, communications, and pub-
lic education services to assist
other SCAO divisions, the judi-
cial districts, and the public. It
attempts to improve accessibili-
ty to the courts and to increase
accountability throughout the
system. The division also
administers the Senior Judge
programs, and the State Court
Administrator sits on the
Information Management

Commission (IMC) and Colo-
rado Integrated Criminal Justice
Information System (CICJIS)
executive board.

Staff: During FY 2002, the
Executive Division included the
State Court Administrator and
12 staff members.

Programs
Senior  Judge  Program: This pro-
gram allows for judges who
have retired from the Branch to
serve as highly experienced
“substitutes” on the bench. It is
an important resource in
addressing backlog issues,
ensuring continuous docket
coverage, and assisting judges
involved in complex litigation,
such as cases involving the

death penalty and complicated
civil cases. This program is also
helpful in providing independ-
ent judges in cases where the
local trial judge may have a
conflict of interest. Participants
can work up to 90 days per
year.

Public  Education  and
Communications: The Executive
Division promotes access to
and understanding of the
Branch through a variety of
media resources and communi-
cations services. It produces
staff publications, plus a series
of brochures and handbooks,
some of which are distributed
in both English and Spanish. It
also manages the Branch’s
website. One unique outreach

program, called “Courts in the
Community,” allows the
Supreme Court justices and
Court of Appeals judges to hear
the oral arguments of actual
cases in high schools across
the state. Each of the courts
generally travels to one school
per semester.

Management  of  Overall  Branch
Activity: The Division is respon-
sible for implementation of
Supreme Court priorities, poli-
cy, and directives Branchwide.

Legal  Services: Legal Services
provides for the review of con-
tracts and forms, as well as
personnel actions. The unit
also acts as general counsel for
the Judicial Branch.

Executive Division
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Function:  The Court Services
Division provides services to
courts to assist them in the
performance of their duties,
including alternative dispute
resolution options for litigants,
programs to help self-repre-
sented litigants, access to
forms through the Branch web-
site, and programs related to
the improvement and success-
ful functioning of the state’s
jury system.

Staff: In FY 2002, the Court
Services Division included the
division head and 18 staff
members.

Programs
Office  of  Dispute  Resolution:
Created by the Colorado
Dispute Resolution Act in
1983, the ODR’s mission is to
establish or make available dis-
pute resolution programs and
services throughout the state.
The goals of the office include
increasing access to justice in
the form of affordable, effec-
tive, appropriate, and humane
methods of dispute resolution;
providing an alternative to pro-
tracted or bitter litigation; and
decreasing inappropriate meth-
ods of dispute resolution,
including physical or psycholog-
ical violence.

Pro  Se  Effort:  The Branch’s Pro
Se Committee was organized
during FY 2002 at the request
of the Supreme Court to devel-

op programs that will help self-
represented parties in their
understanding of the court sys-
tem and the filing of their
cases. In its first year, the com-
mittee began revising instruc-
tions for various forms with a
step-by-step educational
approach; developed a bro-
chure entitled “Representing
Yourself in Court” that is avail-
able in courthouses and on the
Branch website; and re-
designed the forms page on
the Branch website into a more
user-friendly and thorough Self-
Help Center.

Child  Support  Worksheets
Online: Colorado’s child sup-
port worksheets were added to
the Branch website, completing
the set of dissolution of mar-
riage forms online. The work-
sheets are in a format that
allows them to be calculated
online or downloaded to indi-
vidual computers. They also
include comprehensive instruc-
tions that make them more
user-friendly.

Addition  of  Electronic  Manuals:
An electronic Clerks Manual
and electronic Manager’s &
Probation Manager’s Manual
were added to the Judicial
Branch intranet. The manuals
provide the districts with infor-
mation such as case models,
personnel rules, case procedur-
al information, facilities infor-
mation, fiscal procedures, and
statistical and data integrity
information in real time. Adding

this information to the intranet
eliminated the need to mail
bulk information to 23 court
locations and enabled staff to
update information statewide
immediately.

Facilities:  The Branch’s facility
planner helped eight judicial
districts with design and con-
struction issues in the expan-
sion, renovation, and new con-
struction of courthouse and
probation-related projects.
Ongoing facilities work includes
the review and maintenance of
the Facilities Manual, as well
as the creation of security-
related guides such as the
Emergency Procedures Manual
and the Colorado Courthouse
Security Manual.

Judicial  Performance:  This pro-
gram evaluates judicial per-
formance in order to provide
fair and objective information
to members of the public who
are voting on the retention of
judges. The process also pro-
vides feedback for self-
improvement to the evaluated
judges. The evaluations are
conducted by 23 citizen volun-
teer commissions, one in each
judicial district and one state
commission for appellate eval-
uations and oversight of the
program. During FY 2002, 115
judges were evaluated. Of the
104 judges on the final reten-
tion ballot, two were given a
“do not retain” recommenda-
tion, and 102 were given a “do
retain” recommendation. New

in the 2002 process were per-
formance plans that were
developed by the commission
for four of the judges to
address areas of weakness
identified by the evaluation
process.

Function:  The Human Re-
sources (HR) Division provides
services in human resources
functions related to recruiting,
hiring, performance issues, dis-
cipline, employee morale, ben-
efits, equal employment and
diversity, and assistance in the
application of the many federal
employment regulations. The
division also provides training
and education for judicial offi-
cers and staff statewide.

Staff:  In FY 2002, the Human
Resources Division included
the division head and 12 staff
members.

Programs
Interpreter  Program:  The
Judicial Branch’s interpreter
program attempts to ensure
the availability of qualified
interpreters for those who use
our courts. The program
includes orientation and test-
ing of interpreters; training is
provided to prospective inter-
preters through the HR Division
and through an extended stud-
ies program offered in coopera-

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tion with the University of
Colorado at Denver. FY 2002
saw the launch of the first 10-
week “Interpreter Skills” pro-
gram, which provides 30 hours
of course instruction on inter-
pretation methods and skill-
sets. Twenty-five students,
including interpreters working
for the Branch, completed this
training module during the
2002 pilot.

Employee  Performance:  The
division assists employees in
being as efficient and effective
as possible by providing a vari-
ety of training and education
programs, establishing expecta-
tions and providing feedback
through a 360-degree perform-
ance appraisal process, and
encouraging personal growth
and enhanced job skills
through pay for performance
and professional development
programs.

Function:  The Planning and
Analysis (P&A) Division works
to ensure efficient use of
resources throughout the
Judicial Branch. This division
does so by working with local
courts and other agencies,
leading efforts to plan for
future efficiencies while analyz-
ing the impacts of various pro-
grams. The division assists in
budget preparation and
responds to legislative initia-

tives. Other division responsibil-
ities include caseflow manage-
ment, family issues, compila-
tion of statistical information,
and data integrity issues.

Staff: During FY 2002, the
Planning and Analysis Division
included a division head and
10 staff members.

Programs
Caseflow  Management: P&A
works on development of case-
flow models in all districts to
provide justice in a fair, timely,
and economical manner.
Division staff provided training
and status reports to courts
and assisted four districts with
planning and implementation
of caseflow models.

Family  Issues: The division
staffed the Commission on
Families in the Colorado
Courts, which during FY 2002
reviewed and made recommen-
dations on how to improve
court services in cases involv-
ing families. An oversight com-
mittee will assist in implement-
ing the 77 recommendations
made by the commission’s final
report. P&A staff members also
are developing methods to
improve court functions within
areas such as restraining
orders, domestic violence, and
self-represented litigants.

Statistical  Information: P&A
provides statistics throughout
the year, as well as the
Branch’s Annual Statistical
Report (available on the Branch

website: www.courts.state.
co.us). The detailed Annual
Report, which is a companion
piece to this Executive
Summary, provides the public
with information on trial and
appellate court filings and ter-
minations, and probation divi-
sion oversight statistics. The
information is evaluated inter-
nally to determine judicial offi-
cer and trial court support staff
needs.

Data  Integrity:  The P&A Data
Integrity Unit establishes cod-
ing definitions and standards
for the Integrated Colorado
Online Network (ICON). The unit
also helps in development of
policies regarding public access
to court data.

Function:  The Financial
Services Division (FSD) com-
prises accounting, budget, col-
lections, payroll, purchasing,
and mandated costs, including
court-appointed counsel con-
tracting and payments. The
division is responsible for
development of Branch strate-
gies, policies, and procedures
within these assigned areas.

Staff:  During FY 2002, FSD
included a division head and
14 staff members.

Programs
Accounting,  Budget,  and
Payroll:  FSD staff allocated,

monitored, and accounted for a
statewide budget of $219 mil-
lion, including $166 million
General Fund, $51 million Cash
Funds, and $2 million Federal
Funds. Staff members
processed about 26,000 invoic-
es, including approximately
20,000 payments to court-
appointed counsel. They also
processed payroll and tracked
sick and annual leave balances
for employees of the State
Court Administrator’s Office.

Legislation:  In cooperation with
staff from the Planning and
Analysis Division, FSD staff pre-
pared the Branch’s 2003 budg-
et request, and also reviewed
more than 200 versions of pro-
posed legislative bills for their
fiscal impact on the Judicial
Branch.

Collections:  FSD staff tracked
and monitored revenue of near-
ly $100 million. Of this amount,
approximately $46 million sup-
ported the Branch’s general
and cash-funded programs and
operations; $38 million sup-
ported victims of crime (restitu-
tion, victim compensation, and
victim assistance); and $16
million supported other govern-
mental activities (such as high-
ways and law enforcement).

Purchasing:  FSD staff provided
technical assistance with the
preparation, review, and evalu-
ation of a variety of solicitation
projects, including such items
as furniture, copiers, the print-

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ing of jury summonses, and
janitorial services.

Function: The Division of
Probation Services (DPS) works
to improve the quality of proba-
tion services in Colorado by
providing leadership and assis-
tance to local probation depart-
ments in the areas of proba-
tion programs, training, and
statistical needs. DPS staff
members develop and provide
direction in the areas of proba-
tion programming, offender
assessment, research, evalua-
tion, statistical reporting, train-
ing, and technical assistance.
Additionally, the division sup-
ports local probation depart-
ments through involvement in
legislative initiatives regarding
probation concerns.

DPS is divided into three units:
Programs, Research and
Evaluation, and Training. The
Probation Advisory Committee,
which includes probation staff
of all levels, judges, and citizen
members, provides direction to
the division and approves all
new initiatives and product
revisions undertaken by divi-
sion staff.

Staff:  During FY 2002, the
Division of Probation Services
included the director and 15
staff members.

Programs
Probation  Academy  and
Trainings: Fifty-three new pro-
bation officers received com-
prehensive training in the two
probation academies held dur-
ing FY 2002. Each two-week
academy addressed basic skills 
for probation officers, including
leadership, restorative justice,
victim empathy, communica-
tion, adult and juvenile assess-
ment, pre-sentence investiga-
tion, case planning, super-
vision, officer safety, and case
management documentation.

DPS staff offered 81 courses in
addition to the probation acad-
emy and completed a new self-
directed course on testifying in
court. This course, available on
CD-ROM, is the first interactive
training package developed by
DPS for probation officers.

Program  Evaluation  and
Individual  Officer  Assessment
Instruments:  DPS staff devel-
oped two instruments for use
by local districts that allow the
districts to review and assess
case work locally: the first
addresses pre-sentence investi-
gation reports and processes,
while the second can be used
to assess an entire depart-
ment, a unit within a depart-
ment, or an individual officer
for performance appraisal.

Drug  Court  Report  and
Support: The final report on a
two-year evaluation of the
Denver Drug Court was com-

pleted. Drug courts offer a
method of case management
and supervision that combines
active judicial involvement and
probation case management
for drug-dependent offenders.
Results from the Denver evalu-
ation were generally positive,
indicating higher success rates
for probationers in drug court,
compared to a similar group
managed more traditionally.

In addition to the Denver Drug
Court, seven adult and three
juvenile drug courts are operat-
ing across the state. DPS has
provided directional and evalu-
ation support to these pro-
grams.

Sex  Offender  Management:
DPS collaborated with the
Division of Criminal Justice to
review, revise, and develop a
plan to retrain probation offi-
cers and judges on the
Sexually Violent Predator
Assessment Instrument. DPS
also participated in the design
of new procedures and the
implementation plan for new
sex offender registration proce-
dures and protocol. Finally, the
division pilot-tested the use of
global positioning satellite tech-
nology with six judicial district
probation departments. That
project indicated that this tech-
nology is useful, and the tech-
nology has been added to the
DPS list of supervision options.

Mental  Health  Assessment: As
directed by legislative man-

date, DPS worked with the
Interagency Committee on
Adult and Juvenile Correctional
Treatment to develop and pilot
test the use of a mental health
screening instrument to be
completed pre-sentence. These
instruments are designed to
better identify the mental
health needs of offenders prior
to sentencing to allow for more
effective management in both
incarceration populations and
in the community.

DUI  Offenders:  The Alcohol
Drug Driving Safety (ADDS)
Program conducts alcohol eval-
uations for offenders convicted
of driving under the influence.
Statewide, the ADDS program
has succeeded in decreasing
the average length of time an
offender is on the waiting list
for an evaluation to less than
30 days from judicial order to
evaluation. This decrease
allows for quicker case pro-
cessing in the courts and
decreases the time from initial
court date to reception of
appropriate services.

Function:  The Integrated
Information Services Division is
designed to respond effectively
to customers’ technical con-
cerns and needs; to be proac-
tive in the evaluation, develop-
ment, implementation, and
maintenance of technical appli-

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cations for the Judicial Branch;
and to focus on the Branch’s
needs in sharing data and
information with other state
agencies and departments. 

IIS is headed by the Branch’s
Chief Information Officer and is
divided into three teams: tech-
nical support staff who main-
tain the Branch’s computers,
ensure data security, and main-
tain the servers and telecom-
munications network; informa-
tion system specialists who
staff the software help desk,
design and test new software
applications, and train employ-
ees on these applications; and
programmers who support the
maintenance and development
of the Branch’s ICON
(court/probation case manage-
ment system), CICJIS (statewide
criminal integrated information
system), and jury system soft-
ware applications.

IIS is advised by the IIS Stand-
ing Committee, which meets
monthly and is composed of a
cross-section of Branch repre-
sentatives from around
Colorado, including judges, dis-
trict administrators, clerks of
court, chief probation officers,
supervisors, and line staff.

ICON:  The Integrated Colorado
Online Network (ICON) is the
primary case management sys-
tem. It consists of several mod-
ules, including courts, proba-
tion, financial, attorney registra-
tion, Office of Dispute Reso-
lution, and drug court. During

FY 2002, IIS supported the
development and deployment
of two releases of this program.
ICON, with its integration with
the CICJIS project (discussed
below), was recently rated the
#1 application of its kind in the
nation by Government Technol-
ogy Magazine.

CICJIS:  The Colorado Integrated
Criminal Justice Information
System (CICJIS), implemented
in 1998, allows for the elec-
tronic transfer of information
among the five primary criminal
justice agencies in Colorado:
courts/probation, district attor-
neys, adult corrections, youth
corrections, and local law
enforcement through the Colo-
rado Bureau of Investigation.
During FY 2002, the project

successfully focused on send-
ing criminal dispositions from
the courts to the statewide
criminal history repository.

Electronic  Filing:  The Judicial
Branch has partnered with
LEXIS/Courtlink in designing
and deploying the only
statewide electronic filing sys-
tem in the United States. This
system allows attorneys in
Colorado to file their pleadings
electronically with the trial
courts through an Internet
application. On average, the
courts are now receiving
approximately 3,500 new docu-
ments every week in general
jurisdiction civil, domestic, pro-
bate, and water cases.
Although this still represents a
small percentage of the actual

filings, the number of new fil-
ings is growing consistently.

Jury  Management  System:  The
Jury Management System is
responsible for the creation of
the jury pool each year from
voter registration, driver’s
license, and Department of
Revenue lists. The system is
then used to summon jurors for
service, process the jurors
when they arrive at the court-
house, and provide the courts
with management reports to
better utilize jurors during their
service. Considerable effort
was spent this year making the
juror lists more efficient by
removing bad addresses from
the lists.

 The Colorado Judicial Branch Annual Statistical Report for Fiscal Year 2002 
provides information about Colorado state courts.  Profiled in this report are case load 
statistics for the Supreme Court, Court of Appeals, District Courts, County Courts, Water 
Courts, Probation, as well as summarized financial information for the Judicial Branch. 
 
 All references to years in this report refer to fiscal years (July 1 through June 30) 
unless specified otherwise.  This report can also be viewed by accessing the Judicial 
Branch web site at www.courts.state.co.us.

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Organization Chart of the Judicial Branch 
 

The Colorado court system consists of the Supreme Court, an intermediate Court of Appeals, district courts, 
and county courts.  Each county has both a district court and a county court.  Special probate and juvenile 
courts created by the Colorado Constitution exist in the City and County of Denver.  Colorado statutes also 

authorize locally funded municipal courts with jurisdiction limited to municipal ordinance violations. 
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THE SUPREME COURT 
 
 

The Colorado Supreme Court is composed of seven justices serving ten-year terms and is 
the Colorado court system’s court of last resort.  The Chief Justice is selected from the 
membership of the Supreme Court and serves at the pleasure of a majority of the Supreme Court.  
The Chief Justice serves as the executive head of the Colorado Judicial System and is the Ex 
officio chair of the Supreme Court Nominating Commission.  The Chief Justice also appoints the 
Chief Judge of the Court of Appeals.  And the Chief Judge of each judicial district, and is vested 
with authority to assign judges (active and retired) to perform duties. 
 
 Requests to review decisions of the Colorado Court of Appeals constitute a majority of 
the Supreme Court’s filings.  The Supreme Court has direct appellate jurisdiction over cases in 
which the statute has been held to be unconstitutional; cases involving decisions of the Public 
Utilities Commission: writs of habeas corpus; cases involving adjudication of water rights; 
summary proceedings initiated under the Election Code; and prosecutorial appeals concerning 
search and seizure questions in pending criminal proceedings.  All of these appeals are filed 
directly with the Supreme Court, and therefore bypass the Court of Appeals.  The Supreme Court 
also has exclusive jurisdiction to promulgate rules governing practice and procedure in civil and 
criminal actions. 
 
 The Supreme Court also licenses and disciplines Colorado attorneys.  The court’s 
attorney regulation system funded by attorney registration fee, policies the profession.  In 
addition, the court oversees the State Court Administrator, the Board of Continuing Legal 
Education, the Board of Law Examiners, the Commission on Judicial Discipline, and the 
Unauthorized Practice of Law Committee.

COLORADO COURT OF APPEALS 
 
 
The Colorado Court of Appeals is the state’s intermediate appellate court. Sixteen judges, 
who sit in panels or divisions of three, serve eight-year terms. The mission of the Court of 
Appeals is to provide the citizens of Colorado with clear, impartial and timely resolution 
of appealed orders and judgments as provided by law.  
 
The body was created by statute; accordingly, jurisdiction is limited to areas specified by 
statute, together with the inherent powers granted to all courts in the state. However, in 
cases of first impression, or where existing law is not dispositive, the Court of Appeals is 
a law-making court.  
 
The Court of Appeals is generally the first court to hear appeals of judgments and orders 
in criminal, juvenile, civil, domestic relations and probate maters. In addition, the Court 
of Appeals has specific appellate jurisdiction over decisions originating from a number of 
state administrative boards and agencies, including the Industrial Claim Appeals Office. 
Its determination of an appeal is final unless the Colorado Supreme Court agrees to hear 
the matter.

DISTRICT COURT 
 
 
Colorado is sectioned into 22 Judicial Districts encompassing all 64 counties. Across the 
state, district boundaries are aligned with county lines – some districts include one county 
and others encompass as many as seven. Each district has a district court and judges. 
These judges may preside in more than one district court within that judicial district, 
particularly in rural areas of the state. There are currently 132 district judges. 
 
District judges preside over felony criminal matters, civil claims in any amount, juvenile 
matters (including adoption, dependency and neglect matters, juvenile delinquency, and 
paternity actions), probate, mental health, divorce proceedings, and water cases. 
Additionally, district judges preside over jury trials, handle appeals from Colorado’s 
municipal and county courts, and review decisions of administrative boards and agencies. 
District decisions may be appealed to the Colorado Court of Appeals and/or to the 
Colorado Supreme Court. 
 
In Fiscal Year 2002, there were 164,237 case filings at the district court level (excluding 
water cases). Colorado’s district courts were able to terminate 165,895 cases during that 
same 12-month period. During the past ten years, district court filings have increased 
28.6% percent, rising from 127,688 cases to the current level of filings, with the greatest 
area of increase occurring in criminal filings.

COUNTY COURT 
 
 
Colorado’s county courts serve the citizens of each of the state’s 64 counties. Every 
county has a county court served by one or more judges. County judges handle cases 
involving serious public safety issues such as misdemeanor cases, felony advisements, 
setting bonds, and preliminary hearings. County judges also issue search warrants and 
restraining orders in cases involving domestic violence, preside over traffic cases and 
civil actions involving no more than $15,000, and conduct jury trials. Appeals from the 
county court may be made to the district court. 
 
Small claims courts are divisions of county court. Individuals are allowed to argue their 
own cases and to have speedy decisions on civil matters involving no more than $7,500. 
Court sessions are held during the day or evening to accommodate the public. There are 
no jury trials in small claims courts, and magistrates sometimes hear these cases rather 
than a judge. No plaintiff may file more than two claims per month or eighteen claims per 
year in small claims court. 
 
In Fiscal Year 2002, Colorado county courts had 469,993 cases filed and were able to 
terminate 476,713 cases during that same period. During the past ten years, county court 
filings have increased 14.5% percent, rising from 410,421 to the current level of cases 
filed, with the greatest area of increase occurring in civil filings.

WATER COURT 
 
 
The Water Right Determination and Administration Act of 1969 created seven water 
divisions based upon the drainage patterns of major rivers in Colorado: South Platte, 
Arkansas, Rio Grande, Gunnison, Colorado, White and San Juan Rivers. Each water 
division is staffed by a division engineer, appointed by the state engineer; a water judge, 
appointed by the Colorado Supreme Court; a water referee, appointed by the water judge; 
and a water clerk, assigned by the district court. 
 
Water judges are district judges who have jurisdiction in the determination of water 
rights, the use and administration of water, and all other water matters within the 
jurisdiction of the water division. There are no jury trials in water courts, and all appeals 
are filed directly with the Colorado Supreme Court. 
 
All water courts operate under a standard case definition approved by the Colorado 
Supreme Court in 1981. This made possible the establishment of water court filing 
standards, which have been reported annually by water divisions since July 1, 1981.

PROBATION  
 

Colorado Probation continues to develop its operational philosophy from traditional 
offender management to a balance of risk management and principles of “Restorative Justice.” 
This ongoing commitment to innovative practices requires probation to maintain quality offender 
assessment, supervision methods and extend the interest of community and victims in to the 
planning of effective probation programs.  These are the foundations for improved public safety, 
offender accountability and community reparation.  
 

Colorado Probation has embarked on a wide range of energetic efforts to incorporate both 
traditional and creative forms of offender case management, victim services and community 
involvement.  
 

This year’s statistical report reflects our commitment to provide improving outcomes, 
protecting the public, reducing the overall cost of the correctional system and increasing services 
to the victims of crime.  
 
 

Probation Programs  
 

The Colorado Judicial Department administers adult and juvenile probation in the state’s 
22 judicial districts. This division publishes guidelines and standards for regular probation 
supervision and all specialized probation programs. Within the limits of these state standards, 
each district is free to develop and structure programs that address the needs of the local court 
and the community.  
 

The number of adult offenders sentenced to probation in Fiscal Year 2002 was 22,665; 
this was an increase from FY2001. Also in Fiscal Year 2002, of all adult probationers 
terminated, 70% did so successfully.  
 

In Fiscal Year 2002, 7,600 juvenile offenders were sentenced to probation.  Seventy three 
percent of all juveniles completing probation were successful.  
 

 
Private Probation 

 
Chief Justice Directive 96-05, which sets probation priorities, explains the use of Private 

probation supervision for appropriate low risk cases.  Part III of the directive states that districts 
may enter into agreements with public or private entities for the provision of probation services, 
including investigation services and the supervision of lower risk probationers. On June 30, 2002 
there were 9,398 offenders being managed by private probation services. By utilizing private 
probation for these low risk offenders, State probation services can dedicate more resources to 
high risk offenders, which provides greater public safety.  
 
 



Specialized Programs  
 

Specialized programs are valuable probation resources which provide the court with 
community sentencing options for high-risk or high-need offenders. The three main goals of 
specialized probation programming are to assess the offender’s criminal risk to the community; 
to target the offender’s needs which are served by criminal activity; and to identify appropriate 
treatment and resources to impact the criminal behavior. All applicants for specialized probation 
programs are screened for appropriateness by local internal boards. Specialized probation 
programs offer specialized assessments, home detention, electronic monitoring, cognitive skills 
training, educational assessments, literacy programs and employment programs.  
 

 

Intensive Supervision Probation  
 

The adult Intensive Supervision Probation (ISP) offers intensive monitoring and 
treatment to high-risk offenders that would otherwise receive prison sentences. At the end of FY 
2002, 1,551 offenders, who might otherwise be serving sentences in the Department of 
Corrections, were supervised on ISP.  
 
 

Juvenile Intensive Supervision Probation 
 
 

The Juvenile Intensive Supervision Probation (JISP) is in place in 18 of the 22 judicial 
districts. At the end of FY 2002, 567 juveniles, who might otherwise be serving sentences in the 
Department of Youth Corrections, were supervised on JISP.  

 
 

Specialized Drug Offender Program  
 

The Specialized Drug Offender Program (SDOP) was developed in FY 1991, as a 
response to an increase in the number of drug offenders and offenders with severe substance 
abuse problems. SDOP is operational in 16 of the 22 judicial districts. At the end of FY 2002, 
there were 302 offenders in SDOP.  
 

 
Female Offender Program  

 
The Female Offender Program (FOP) was developed in FY 1992, to intervene in the lives 

of female offenders who are experiencing problems, especially substance abuse problems. At the 
end of FY 2002, there were 201 female offenders in FOP.  
 
 



Sex Offender Intensive Supervision Probation  
 

The Sex Offender Intensive Supervision Probation (SOISP) was developed in response to 
statutory requirements of lifetime supervision for certain sex offenders. The program combines 
monitoring, treatment and high levels of accountability to contain offenders safely in the 
community. The program became available in November of 1998, and at the end of FY 2002, 
430 offenders were supervised on SOISP.  
 

 
Drug Court  

 
In drug court models, non-violent offenders may undergo treatment and counseling and 

are monitored closely for probation and the judicial officer to maintain compliance. Swift, 
consistent and firm action for violations of ordered conditions are the mainstay of Colorado Drug 
Courts. Last year (FY 2002) Denver District Court and El Paso County maintained a separate 
court division to process drug related criminal cases, while in other jurisdictions the case 
processing model was combined with other divisions.   In FY 2002 Adult “Drug Courts” 
operated in communities of Denver, Fort Collins, Colorado Springs, Durango, Cortez, Montrose, 
Delta, and Canon City, while juvenile courts operated in Denver, Fort Collins and Canon City. 
The General Assembly identified funding for 3 demonstration Drug Courts which will provide 
evaluations in January 2004.

FINANCIAL INFORMATION 

 
In Fiscal Year 2002, the Judicial Branch had a budget of  $219 million and about 3,271 
full-time equivalent staff.  Of this budget, 86% directly funded the courts and the 
probations departments (with the trial courts at 54%, the appellate courts at 6% and the 
probation departments at 26%).  The remaining14% funded support functions (central 
administration at 6%, information services at 3%, and the insurance and wage survey 
costs for the Judicial Branch employees at 5%). 
 
Personnel costs of $126 million comprised the largest portion of the $219 million total 
budget, while operating costs of $9million comprised the smallest portion.  Twenty-five 
million dollars supported victims compensation and assistance programs and $11 million 
was appropriated to mandated costs for court-appointed counsel, jury and court costs.  
The remaining $48 million was appropriated in various areas including federal funds and 
grants, the collections and alternate dispute resolution programs, training, courthouse 
furnishings, leased space and other miscellaneous items.

In Fiscal year 2002, the court and probation departments throughout Colorado collected a record $99.7 million in various statutory
fines, fees, surcharges and restitution.  These dollars are earmarked by statute to go to the General Fund, Highway Users Trust Fund, 
Victims Funds, Drug Offender Surcharge, Offender Services Fund, Cash Fund, and numerous other state and local funds and programs. 
Through the use of Collection Investigators in every district, the Judicial Branch has implemented a variety of proactive collection
strategies and procedures to maximize revenues, particularly in the enforcement of court fines and restitution. Victims of crimes, 
among others, are important stakeholders in this.  As indicated by the chart below, recoveries of restitution have risen sharply over 
the last ten years.
